Roularta acquires Het Gouden Blad
 
 
Roularta Media Group and Uitgeverij Decuyper have reached an agreement for RMG to acquire Het Gouden Blad Waregem and Het Gouden Blad Deinze.
 
The Uitgeverij Decuyper printing and publishing company was founded in 1948 and has been in existence for 60 years. The managers are Mr and Mrs Hugo Decuyper.
 
To ensure the continuity of the publishing activities the owners have sought to bring it under the wing of Roularta Media Group.
 
The acquisition fits into RMG’s 2008 Freepress project, which is seeking to give additional attention to local advertisers with new initiatives.
A number of initiatives have been taken here in recent months, like the acquisition of the weekly door-to-door freesheet Effect and the creation of Het Fonteintje Oudenaarde/Ronse in addition to the existing editions of the Wegwijzer and Het Fonteintje in Deinze, Gavere and Aalter. Parallel with this the Bruges and Ghent editions of Tam Tam have also been totally restyled.
 
Utigeverij Decuyper employees will be integrated as far as possible into the Streekkrant/Weekkrant group and into Roularta as a whole. 
 
Roularta is by far the largest player on Belgium’s freesheet market.
 
With the De Streekkrant/De Weekkrant – Flanders’ largest newspaper – with 3.5 million readers of 50 weekly newspapers with 100% coverage of every family in every city and municipality in Flanders. 
With De Zondag – Flanders’ second largest newspaper – with almost 2 million readers and over 600,000 copies distributed every Sunday morning via a network of 4000 distribution points (mainly bakeries). Recently added to this is the Zondagmagazine, which will appear periodically.
 
With city magazine Steps (24 editions with 1 637 000 readers), to be joined shortly by Steps de Luxe and Steps Gastro.
