ROULARTA MAGAZINES ON IPAD
Belgian news magazines Knack, Le Vif, Trends (Dutch/French language), Sport Voetbalmagazine and Sport Footmagazine are now available on iPad today via zinio.com either as individual issues or as part of a subscription. 
Soon these titles will also have their own iPhone and iPad applications.
Roularta Media Group is simultaneously launching a new formula: a paying model for a total subscription. The magazine is sent by post, but the subscriber can already access the e-version of his magazine 21 hours before the day of publication. This service will also shortly  be available on iPad, iPhone and other smartphones. The extra functionalities are free and therefore do not affect the subscription rates, which remain unchanged.
This expanded subscription also gives subscribers access to an electronic archive in which information in previous volumes can be looked up. The archive shows the found articles in their original version (PDF) with photos and graphs.
A personalised alert service sending the reader information based on five selected topics will become available in the autumn.
 
Each month, subscribers to Trends also get exclusive access to an online report on major social themes put together in cooperation with Econopolis, the initiative by top economist Geert Noels.
The magazines' news sites will stay accessible to the public free of charge. They are still a major tool in the attraction of new readers.
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
