Roularta sells Norwegian seniors magazine
VI over 60 to the Aller group

Roularta Media Group and Bayard Presse have concluded an agreement to sell their seniors magazine Vi over 60 to Aller, the Norwegian press group. 

Roularta and Bayard acquired this magazine in 1999 from Grieg Media. Vi over 60 is read by one in three 60-plussers in Norway, has a paid circulation of 90,000 copies and annual sales of EUR 7 million. Roularta has realized a capital gain of EUR 4.6 million on the sale.

The Bayard and Roularta groups will be continuing their long and fruitful cooperation in senior magazines in several other European countries (Germany, the Netherlands, Belgium and Spain), where these titles are market leaders.

In terms of international expansion, Roularta continues to focus on the French market, to which is now added the German market with the acquisition of the magazine branch of the Weltbild Group.

In the first half of 2008, Roularta has posted lower-than-expected advertising income, in both the printed media and TV activities.

For the first half, Roularta expects a similar result (EBIT) as last year, taking into account the gain on the sale of the Norwegian activities.

Depending on advertising income in the second half, Roularta forecasts a better result in 2008 than in 2007. 
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
