· One: a portion of lifestyle, latest trends, interesting newsbits and absolute must-haves.
· Two: a dose of entertainment, the latest films, CDs and DVDs, and bestseller lists.
· Three: a real city guide. Steps searches out the places to be and the best restaurants in the city and surrounding area.
· Four: a dose of emotion, interviews, reports about everything active in our society.”
